GOSPEL MEDITATION:

Dear brothers and sisters,

Today the Church places before our eyes the vision of
St. John in the Book of Revelation: “I saw a new
heaven and a new earth... the holy city, the new Jeru-
salem, coming down out of heaven from God, pre-
pared as a bride adorned for her husband.” This is
not just a prophecy for the end of time—it’s a living
reality being born in our midst through the Resurrec-
tion of Christ.

The “new Jerusalem” is the Church, but it is also you
and me—renewed in baptism, made part of the Body
of Christ, filled with the Spirit. In this new creation,
there is no longer the sea of death, no longer the fi-
nality of despair, but the life of God made visible,
made flesh, dwelling among us.

The love of God does not wait for us to be perfect. It
loved us when we were lost. It embraced us in our
sin. And today, it continues to call us—not with judg-
ment, not with demands, but with an incorruptible,
personal love that has the power to heal, restore, and
renew.

This love is not a burden—it is the source of life. It is
the “commandment new,” not external or imposed,
but written deep within us, waiting to be awakened.
It is the power that makes us spouses of Christ, mem-
bers of His living Church, missionary disciples who
carry His fragrance into our homes, our workplaces,
our neighborhoods, our schools.

The Holy Spirit has poured this love into our hearts
like a fire, like an overflowing river. It transforms
everyday life: your parenting, your struggles at work,
your efforts to forgive, your silent suffering, even
your frustrations in traffic or moments of loneliness.
All of it becomes the place where Christ pitches His
tent, and where love—divine love—takes flesh again.

Let this Easter season remind you: you are a new cre-
ation. You are part of this heavenly Jerusalem al-
ready taking shape on earth. No tear will be forgot-
ten. No sin is beyond mercy. No failure is final.

Take courage. Christ has conquered death. He is
making all things new—starting with you.

“The love of Christ impels us” (2 Cor 5:14). Let it
move you today.

MEDITACION EVANGELICA:

Queridos hermanos:

Hoy la Iglesia nos presenta la vision de San Juan en
el libro del Apocalipsis: “Vi un cielo nuevo y una tie-
rra nueva...
