GOSPEL MEDITATION:

Today’s gospel is beautiful word. The Lord draw us into the mission.
What is our mission, brothers and sisters?

There is only one mission—the mission is to love “as I have loved
you” says Christ to all of us. We tend to lose sight of it, to forget it.
But, He reminds us of our mission in a beautiful way. He reminds us
by loving us. That simple. Just by loving us.

There are two key aspects of this Word that is a great help.
First: “The harvest is abundant, but the laborers are few. So ask the
Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his harvest.” Who are
the laborers? When we hear this phrase, we usually think the Priests
and religious, right?

But Jesus was talking about disciples. You are called to be a laborer
in the Lord’s harvest. All of us. By baptism are called to be workers
of Love. God is love. So workers of God.

This gospel invites us to be the Lord’s workers, to work in His har-
vest. And working in the harvest, doesn't mean you're better than
others. He tells us immediately how one works in the harvest. This is
the second aspect of this Word.

He says: “Set out on your way. Behold, I am sending you like lambs
among wolves.”

That little phrase breaks every human idea we have about mission.
When is a mission truly being fulfilled? When you go like a lamb
among wolves. When you’re weak. Not when you have lots of success.
Not when everyone praises you. No—on the contrary—when you
are despised, devoured by the wolves.

Why does the Lord send us like lambs among wolves? What can a
lamb do surrounded by wolves? Nothing. What does it do? It let itself
be killed. What else can it do? Picture a little lamb surrounded by
wolves. What does it do? It gets killed.

That is the mission. That’s what it means to work in the Lord’s har-
vest: to let yourself be killed. That might sound shocking to many, but
the Lord is very clear.

He could have sent us out as wolves: “Go, be wolves among the
lambs—go devour the world!” But no—he says like lambs. The mis-
sion is to lose your life, because in losing your life, you give life to the
other. Just like Christ did for each one of us. A lamb doesn’t open its
mouth. A lamb lets itself be killed.

What do you want to be? A lamb or wolf? Or better, what are you?
When your husband comes home and does something unjust—how
do you act? Like a wolf or a lamb? When your wife does something
that bothers you, what are you? When someone cuts you off on the
street, when things do not go your way or you are not considered—
what are you? When you don’t have enough money to get through the
month—what are you?

Because the Lord sends us out as lambs. A mission the world does not
understand—and never will. It is not about convincing people that
this is the truth. By your way of life, you will question many people.
Yes—by being faithful to your wife, faithful to your husband, living
your widowhood or your singleness in chastity. Not stealing. Not
speaking ill of others. Understanding, forgiving, loving your enemies.
That is how the world gets shaken up. They say: “There’s something
here... either they’re crazy, or in that Church they give them some-
thing we don’t understand.” And what is it that they don’t under-
stand? Christ.

The world rejects Jesus Christ because He’s a lamb. Because He’s a
fool. Because He doesn’t defend Himself. Because He lets Himself be
killed. But Christ is alive. He is risen. And He has the power to rescue
us—from our anguish, from our poverty, from our weakness. He gives
us eternal life. This is the arrival of the kingdom of God. Love ful-
filled on earth.

This is a word for us today. You are sent. Every Christian is sent: into
the home, the family, the workplace, the neighborhood. And we are
sent not to moralize or lecture, but to embody the Lamb. Make it
flesh in life. This is what converts the world.

But we cannot give what we have not received. That is why we must
return daily to the paschal mystery—the Pasch of the Lamb, the Cele-
bration of the Eucharist. There, Christ takes our sin upon Himself.
There, He renews us. There, He gives us the only strength that does
not fail: His own life.

MEDITACION EVANGELICA:

El evangelio de hoy es una palabra bellisima. El Sefior nos introduce
en la mision. (Cuial es nuestra mision, hermanos?
Solo hay una misién: la misién es amar “como yo os he amado”,
dice Cristo a todos nosotros. Tendemos a perderlo de vista, a olvi-
darlo. Pero El nos lo recuerda de una forma hermosa. Nos lo re-
cuerda amandonos. Asi de simple. Solo amandonos.

Hay dos aspectos clave de esta Palabra que son una gran ayuda.
Primero: “La mies es mucha y los obreros pocos. Rogad, pues, al
Duefio de la mies que envie obreros a su mies.” ;Quiénes son los
obreros? Cuando escuchamos esta frase, normalmente pensamos en
los sacerdotes y religiosos, Jverdad?
Pero Jests hablaba de los discipulos. Tu estas llamado a ser obrero
en la mies del Sefior. Todos nosotros. Por el bautismo estamos lla-
mados a ser trabajadores del Amor. Dios es amor. Por lo tanto,
obreros de Dios.

Este evangelio nos invita a ser obreros del Sefior, a trabajar en su
mies. Y trabajar en la mies no significa que seas mejor que los de-
mas. El nos dice enseguida cémo se trabaja en la mies. Este es el

segundo aspecto de esta Palabra.
Dice: “Poneos en camino. Mirad que os envio como corderos en
medio de lobos.”

Esa pequeiia frase rompe toda idea humana que tenemos sobre la
mision. ;Cudndo se cumple verdaderamente una misiéon? Cuando
vas como cordero en medio de lobos. Cuando eres débil. No cuando
tienes mucho éxito. No cuando todos te alaban. No — al contrario
— cuando eres despreciado, devorado por los lobos.

JPor qué el Sefior nos envia como corderos en medio de lobos?
.Qué puede hacer un cordero rodeado de lobos? Nada. ;Qué hace?
Se deja matar. ;Qué mas puede hacer? Imagina un corderito rodea-
do de lobos. 2Qué hace? Lo matan.
Esa es la mision. Eso significa trabajar en la mies del Sefior: dejarse
matar. Puede sonar fuerte para muchos, pero el Sefior es muy claro.
Pudo habernos enviado como lobos: “;Id, sed lobos entre corderos
— devorad al mundo!” Pero no — dice como corderos. La mision es
perder la vida, porque perdiendo la vida, das vida al otro. Exacta-
mente como Cristo hizo por cada uno de nosotros. El cordero no
abre la boca. El cordero se deja matar.

.Qué quieres ser ti? ;Cordero o lobo? O mejor dicho: ;qué eres?
Cuando tu esposo llega a casa y hace algo injusto, ;como reaccio-
nas? ;Como lobo o como cordero? Cuando tu esposa hace algo que
te molesta, ;qué eres? Cuando alguien te cierra el paso en la calle,
cuando las cosas no salen como ti quieres o no te toman en cuenta,
Jqué eres? Cuando no tienes suficiente dinero para llegar a fin de
mes, ;qué eres?

Porque el Sefior nos envia como corderos. Una mision que el mundo
no entiende — y nunca entendera. No se trata de convencer a nadie
de que esta es la verdad. Por tu modo de vivir, cuestionaras a mu-
chos.

Si — siendo fiel a tu esposa, fiel a tu esposo, viviendo tu viudez o tu
solteria en castidad. No robando. No hablando mal de otros. Siendo
comprensivo, perdonando, amando a tus  enemigos.
Asi es como se sacude el mundo. Dicen: “Aqui hay algo... 0 estan
locos, o en esa Iglesia les dan algo que no entendemos.” ;Y qué es
eso que no entienden? A Cristo.

El mundo rechaza a Jesucristo porque es cordero. Porque es un
necio. Porque no se defiende. Porque se deja matar. Pero Cristo esta
vivo. Ha resucitado. Y tiene poder para rescatarnos — de nuestra
angustia, de nuestra pobreza, de nuestra debilidad. El nos da la vida
eterna. Esta es la llegada del Reino de Dios. El amor cumplido en la
tierra.

Esta es una palabra para nosotros hoy. Tu eres enviado. Todo cris-
tiano es enviado: al hogar, a la familia, al trabajo, al barrio. Y so-
mos enviados no para moralizar o dar lecciones, sino para encarnar
al Cordero. Hacerlo carne en la vida. Esto es lo que convierte al
mundo.

Pero no podemos dar lo que no hemos recibido. Por eso hay que
volver cada dia al misterio pascual — a la Pascua del Cordero, a la
Celebracion de la Eucaristia. Alli, Cristo toma sobre si nuestro pe-
cado. Alli nos renueva. Alli nos da la tinica fuerza que no falla: su
propia vida.
