GOSPEL MEDITATION:
Brothers and sisters, the Gospel today puts before us the fig-
ure of an administrator—a steward—who has wasted what
was entrusted to him. It is a strange parable: this man is not
honest, yet Jesus praises him for his shrewdness. Why? Be-
cause at least he realizes one thing: his future is at stake. He
wakes up to the truth that life does not end here, that there is
a judgment, that there is salvation to be won or lost.
This is a word for you. Each of us is an administrator. A fa-
ther, a mother, a priest, a catechist, a young man, an old
woman—we all have been entrusted with life, with gifts, with
relationships. But if we look sincerely, how often have we
wasted them?
We waste love in quarrels at home, holding grudges, keeping
score. We waste time in endless distractions, scrolling, chas-
ing after money, success, appearances. We waste our body in
ways that close it to love: using sexuality for pleasure without
openness to life, or using others for our own satisfaction.
The truth is this: we are bad administrators. And those clos-
est to us see it—our children, our spouse, our brothers and
sisters in the community. They experience that we don’t al-
ways manage well the love entrusted to us.
But here is the Good News: these humiliations, these failures,
these denunciations—when our sins come to light—are a
grace. They open our eyes. They stop us in our tracks. They
remind us: you are not God, you are not the Lord of life. You
cannot save yourself.
Think about the moments when you have hit the wall—when
you could not forgive your son, when you found yourself un-
able to love your wife, when you saw yourself consumed by
anger or addiction. These are moments of truth. Painful, yes.
But blessed. Because they can awaken in us the deepest con-
cern: what about my salvation?
This administrator, faced with the truth, begins to act differ-
ently. He doesn’t give up; he seeks a future. He starts making
friends, using what little is left to prepare for what comes
after. Brothers and sisters, this is a call to conversion.
Today the Lord tells you: Stop wasting life. Stop squandering
the treasures of love, of time, of grace. Use them for the
Kingdom. Forgive your wife. Ask forgiveness from your hus-
band. Reconcile with your brother. Begin to pray again.
Begin to love concretely.
So, brothers and sisters, do not be afraid of your failures. Do
not hide from the humiliations. Do not run from the truth
that denounces you. Let them awaken in you concern for sal-
vation. Let them push you to conversion. And above all, let
Christ administer your life. Because true administration is to
love, to forgive, to give yourself. This is what God does
through you when you stop being master and let Him be
Lord.
Today, make this choice: whom will you serve—God or mon-
ey? Christ or yourself? Heaven or the emptiness of this
world? The time is now, not tomorrow. Let us allow the Lord
to open our eyes, to forgive our debts, and to make us stew-
ards of His infinite mercy.
Let us ask for this grace today: that the Holy Spirit may
make us administrators of love,
that the power of the Resurrection may free us from despair,
and that we may live each day with eyes fixed on eternity.

MEDITACION EVANGELICA:
Hermanos, el Evangelio de hoy nos pone delante la figura de
un administrador, un mayordomo, que ha malgastado lo que
le confiaron. Es una parabola extraiia: este hombre no es ho-
nesto, y sin embargo Jesis lo alaba por su astucia. ;Por qué?
Porque al menos se da cuenta de algo: su futuro esta en juego.
Se despierta a la verdad de que la vida no termina aqui, de
que hay un juicio, de que hay una salvacion que se puede ga-
nar o perder.
Esta palabra es para ti. Cada uno de nosotros es un adminis-
trador. Un pap4a, una mama, un sacerdote, un catequista, un
joven, una anciana: todos hemos recibido la vida, dones, rela-
ciones para cuidar. Pero si somos sinceros, ;cuintas veces los
hemos desperdiciado?
Desperdiciamos el amor en pleitos en casa, guardando renco-
res, llevando cuentas. Desperdiciamos el tiempo en distraccio-
nes sin fin, pegados al celular, corriendo detras del dinero, del
éxito, de las apariencias. Desperdiciamos nuestro cuerpo ce-
rrandolo al amor: usando la sexualidad solo para placer sin
abrirnos a la vida, o usando a los demés para nuestra propia
satisfaccion.
La verdad es esta: somos malos administradores. Y los que
mas cerca estan de nosotros lo ven: nuestros hijos, nuestro
€sposo 0 esposa, nuestros hermanos en la comunidad. Ellos
experimentan que no siempre sabemos manejar bien el amor
que se nos ha confiado.
Pero aqui esta la Buena Noticia: esas humillaciones, esos fra-
casos, esas denuncias—cuando nuestros pecados salen a la
luz—son una gracia. Nos abren los ojos. Nos frenan en seco.
Nos recuerdan: no eres Dios, no eres el dueiio de la vida. No
puedes salvarte a ti mismo.
Piensa en esos momentos en los que te estrellaste contra la
pared: cuando no pudiste perdonar a tu hijo, cuando te viste
incapaz de amar a tu esposa, cuando te diste cuenta de que
estabas consumido por la ira o por una adiccion. Son momen-
tos de verdad. Dolorosos, si. Pero benditos. Porque pueden
despertar en nosotros la preocupacion mas profunda: ;y mi
salvacién?
Este administrador, al enfrentarse con la verdad, empieza a
actuar distinto. No se rinde; busca un futuro. Empieza a ha-
cerse de amigos, usando lo poco que le queda para prepararse
para lo que viene después. Hermanos y hermanas, esto es un
llamado a la conversion.
Hoy el Seiior te dice: deja de desperdiciar la vida. Deja de
malgastar los tesoros del amor, del tiempo, de la gracia. Usalos
para el Reino. Perdona a tu esposa. Pide perdon a tu esposo.
Reconciliate con tu hermano. Vuelve a rezar. Empieza a amar
en lo concreto.
Asi que, hermanos, no tengan miedo de sus fracasos. No se
escondan de las humillaciones. No huyan de la verdad que los
denuncia. Dejen que despierte en ustedes la preocupacion por
la salvacion. Dejen que los empuje a la conversion. Y sobre
todo, dejen que Cristo administre su vida. Porque la verdade-
ra administracion es amar, perdonar, entregarse. Eso es lo que
Dios hace en ti cuando dejas de ser el dueiio y lo dejas a El ser
el Sefior.
Hoy toma esta decision: ;a quién vas a servir—_;a Dios o al
dinero? ;A Cristo o a ti mismo? Al cielo o al vacio de este
mundo? El momento es ahora, no mafiana. Dejemos que el
Sefior nos abra los ojos, que perdone nuestras deudas y que
nos haga administradores de su misericordia infinita.
Pidamos hoy esta gracia: que el Espiritu Santo nos haga admi-
nistradores del amor, que el poder de la Resurreccion nos libe-
re de la desesperanza, y que podamos vivir cada dia con los
0jos puestos en la eternidad.
