GOSPEL MEDITATION

The Easter Season is the most important in the history of
Salvation, therefore, the celebrations during this Easter
season are the most important and solemn in our
Liturgical Calendar. The Easter Season lasts fifty days,
and with the feast of Pentecost this time of joy and living
presence of the Risen Christ comes to an end. Today we
celebrate Easter Sunday, and the Easter message is,
"Christ is Risen." This phrase, beautiful and full of
hope for all, is repeated in every reading of the Mass.
Now, it is time to celebrate the central day of our faith.
The suffering is behind us, the empty tomb, the shroud,
the bandages, are in the past. Jesus, now lives and lives
forever.

By baptism we have been resurrected with Christ and
that is the Good News that we must not miss. St. Paul
specifies this very well and gives meaning to our
baptism: "If you have been raised with Christ, seek the
things that are above, where Christ is seated at the
right hand of God" (Colossians 3:1). What will be the
things above to which St. Paul refers? Will they be
visible to our eyes? Let God work in us and it will be
very easy to discover them. You don't have to go far, just
look around and you'll see them. People on the street are
begging for food, shelter, medicine. At home, children
ask for quality time, marriages, seek understanding and
love. Our challenge is not to forget that this is the day
the Lord acted!
