GOSPEL MEDITATION:

In today’s Gospel, there is a question posed three times:
“What shall we do?” (Lk 3:10, 12, 14). It is raised to John the
Baptist by three categories of people: First, the crowd in gen-
eral; second, the publicans or tax collectors; and, third, some
soldiers. Each of these groups questions the prophet on what
must be done to implement the conversion that he is preach-
ing. John’s reply to the question of the crowd is sharing es-
sential goods. He told the first group, the crowd, to share
basic necessities, and therefore says: “He who has two coats,
let him share with him who has none; and he who has food,
let him do likewise” (v. 11). Then, he tells the second group,
the tax collectors, to collect no more than the amount owed.
What does this mean? No taking ‘bribes’, John the Baptist is
clear. And he tells the third group, the soldiers, not to extort
anything from anyone and to be content with their wages (cf.
v. 14). There are three answers to the three questions of these
groups. Three answers for an identical path of repentance,
which is manifested in concrete commitments to justice and
solidarity. It is the path that Jesus points to in all his preach-
ing: the path of diligent love for neighbor.

From John the Baptist’s admonitions, we understand the gen-
eral tendencies of those who at that time held power, in vari-
ous forms. Things have not changed very much. However, no
category of people is excluded from following the path of
repentance to obtain salvation, not even the tax collectors,
considered sinners by definition: not even they are excluded
from salvation. God does not preclude anyone from the op-
portunity to be saved. He is — so to speak — anxious to show
mercy, to show it towards everyone, and to welcome each one
into the tender embrace of reconciliation and forgiveness.

We feel that this question — “What shall we do?” — is ours
also. Today’s liturgy tells us, in the words of John, that it is
necessary to repent, to change direction and take the path of
justice, solidarity, sobriety: these are the essential values of a
fully human and genuinely Christian life. Repent! It sums up
the message of the Baptist. And the Liturgy of this Third Sun-
day of Advent helps us to rediscover a special dimension of
repentance: joy. Whoever repents and approaches the Lord,
feels joy. The prophet Zephaniah says to us today: “Sing
aloud, O daughter of Zion!”, addressing Jerusalem (Zeph
3:14); and the apostle Paul exhorts the Christians of Philippi:
“Rejoice in the Lord always” (Phil 4:4). Today, it takes cour-
age to speak of joy, which, above all, requires faith! The
world is beset by many problems, the future is burdened by
uncertainties and fears. Yet, Christians are a joyful people,
and their joy is not something superficial and ephemeral, but
deep and stable, because it is a gift from the Lord that fills
life. Our joy comes from the certainty that “the Lord is at
hand” (Phil 4:5): he is close with his tenderness, his mercy,
his forgiveness and his love.

May the Virgin Mary help us to strengthen our faith, so that
we are able to welcome the God of joy, the God of mercy,
who always wants to live in the midst of his children. May
our Mother teach us to share tears with those who weep, in
order to be able to also share a smile.— Pope Francis

MEDITACION EVANGELICA:

En el Evangelio de hoy, hay una pregunta que se plantea tres
veces: “;Qué debemos hacer?” (Lc 3,10.12.14). Es planteada a
Juan el Bautista por tres categorias de personas: primero, la mul-
titud en general; segundo, los publicanos o recaudadores de im-
puestos; y tercero, algunos soldados. Cada uno de estos grupos
pregunta al profeta qué se debe hacer para poner en practica la
conversion que él predica.

La respuesta de Juan a la pregunta de la multitud es compartir los
bienes esenciales. Le dijo al primer grupo, la multitud, que com-
partieran las necesidades basicas, y por eso dice: “El que tenga
dos tunicas, dé una al que no tiene; y el que tenga comida, haga
lo mismo” (v. 11). Luego, al segundo grupo, los recaudadores de
impuestos, les dice que no cobren mas de lo debido. ;Qué signi-
fica esto? Que no acepten sobornos. Juan el Bautista es claro. Y
al tercer grupo, los soldados, les dice que no extorsionen a nadie
y que se contenten con su sueldo (cf. v. 14).

Hay tres respuestas a las tres preguntas de estos grupos. Tres
respuestas para un mismo camino de conversion, que se mani-
fiesta en compromisos concretos con la justicia y la solidaridad.
Es el camino que Jesus sefiala en toda su predicacion: el camino
del amor diligente al projimo.

De las advertencias de Juan el Bautista entendemos las tenden-
cias generales de quienes, en aquel tiempo, tenian poder en di-
versas formas. Las cosas no han cambiado mucho. Sin embargo,
ninguna categoria de personas estd excluida de seguir el camino
de la conversion para obtener la salvacion, ni siquiera los recau-
dadores de impuestos, considerados pecadores por definicion: ni
siquiera ellos estan excluidos de la salvacion. Dios no cierra a
nadie la oportunidad de salvarse. El estd —por asi decirlo— an-
sioso por mostrar misericordia, por mostrarla hacia todos, y por
acoger a cada uno en el tierno abrazo de la reconciliacion y el
perdom.

Sentimos que esta pregunta —“;Qué debemos hacer?”— tam-
bién es nuestra. La liturgia de hoy nos dice, en las palabras de
Juan, que es necesario arrepentirse, cambiar de direccion y tomar
el camino de la justicia, la solidaridad, la sobriedad: estos son los
valores esenciales de una vida plenamente humana y genuina-
mente cristiana. jArrepiéntanse! Esto resume el mensaje del Bau-
tista. Y la liturgia de este Tercer Domingo de Adviento nos ayu-
da a redescubrir una dimension especial del arrepentimiento: la
alegria. Quien se arrepiente y se acerca al Seflor, siente alegria.
Hoy el profeta Sofonias nos dice: “jCanta, hija de Sion!”, diri-
giéndose a Jerusalén (Sof 3,14); y el apdstol Pablo exhorta a los
cristianos de Filipos: “Alégrense siempre en el Sefior” (Flp 4,4).

Hoy, hablar de alegria requiere valentia, jy sobre todo fe! El
mundo esta lleno de problemas, el futuro esta cargado de incerti-
dumbres y temores. Sin embargo, los cristianos son un pueblo
alegre, y su alegria no es algo superficial ni efimero, sino profun-
do y estable, porque es un don del Senor que llena la vida. Nues-
tra alegria viene de la certeza de que “el Seflor estd cerca” (Flp
4,5): él esta cerca con su ternura, su misericordia, su perdon y su
amor.

Que la Virgen Maria nos ayude a fortalecer nuestra fe, para que
podamos acoger al Dios de la alegria, al Dios de la misericordia,
que siempre quiere vivir en medio de sus hijos. Que nuestra Ma-
dre nos ensefie a compartir las lagrimas con los que lloran, para
poder también compartir una sonrisa.— Papa Francisco
